Les Portes du Soleil is first and foremost the story of a group of friends who - over 60 years 
ago - had a dream: the dream of a huge Franco-Swiss ski area linked by ski lifts.

60 YEARS

PORTES DU SOLEIL

Not a name with enough media coverage for Jean 
Vuarnet, the Olympic medal-winning ski champion 
from Morzine Avoriaz. A fervent promoter of the idea 
of a linked domain, Jean took part in a meeting at the 
Carnotzet du Grand Paradis in 1965, and went round 
the table to see what proposals were on the table. 
Only the Swiss Gustave Trombert from Val-d’Illiez had 
a proposal.

Jean suggested we think about it some more, but 
we had to get out of here with a definitive name! 
Unsurprisingly, there were no other proposals, and the 
name « Portes du Soleil » (named after the pass at 
Les Crosets) was adopted.

In the years that 
followed, the 
project took shape 
with the gradual 
development of 
cross-border links:  
The first was 
installed in 1956.  
Pierre Béteille, a 
Pyrenean adopted 
by Châtel, built the 
first cross-border 

lift: he extended the Coq lift with the Corbeau lift. The 
Super-Châtel sector is now linked to Morgins. By staying 
on the slopes, skiers can now move from one country to 
another without leaving their skis.  

This dream materialized in 1964 : a giant 3 m by 3 m 
1/10,000 scale model of the future cross-border domain 
was presented to the general public at the Lausanne 
World Fair.

The Champéry-Avoriaz link via Chavanette confirmed 
the pioneers’ vision. In 1968, a fixed-grip double chairlift 
was built by Téléchampéry at Chavanette to link up with 
the French resort of Avoriaz. At the same time, Avoriaz 
embarked on the construction of a surface lift, which was 
completed in late summer 1968. 

The two slopes are linked  !
The opening of the Chavanette route opened up new 
possibilities for skiers: a magnificent route leading to the 
famous «Mur Suisse», one of the steepest runs in the world. 
Subsequently, the links developed. The original 
vision gradually became a tangible reality.  
Ever the visionary, the Portes du Soleil soon realised that 
the serious mountain-biking segment would become a 
major growth area for summer tourism. Indeed, for some 
mountain bikers, the pleasure comes from the downhill.

Les Portes du Soleil, 12 resorts come together 
to offer skiers an immense cross-border 
alpine domain: 600 km of skiing accessible 
via 208 lifts.

For the record, the project presented in 
Lausanne in 1964 was initially entitled the 
"Haute Route des Familles", in reference to the 
famous Chamonix-Zermatt crossing.

1995, Pléney opened its gondola lift to mountain bikers 
and built a dedicated trail. Avoriaz, Châtel, Champéry, 
Les Crosets, Les Gets, Morgins, Morzine and Les Crosets 
offer world-class Bikeparks. The UCI (International Cycling 
Union) has confirmed the region’s appeal by organizing the 
Mountain Bike World Championships in Les Gets in 2004 
and 2023, and in Champéry in 2011. The Swiss resort will 
host them again in 2025 !
